Eton

Within a ten minute walk of Windsor Castle, across a bridge over the River Thames,
there’s an old Gothic building. It is the legendary Eton College. It is one of England’s largest
independent schools and one of the highest in prestige. Members of the British royal family are
traditionally educated here. It was one of the best schools when first founded and remains so
now; it is still commonly known as one of the greatest schools among all the schools in the
world.

Following the old tradition, Eton is a full boarding school, which means all students live
and study at the school with their fellow students throughout the school year. Eton is also one of
the four remaining boys’ schools, so there’s no opportunity for a girl to study there. Eton
students traditionally come from England’s wealthiest and most prestigious families, many of
them aristocratic. Boys enter Eton at about 13 and continue to study there until they are ready to
enter university.

The school was founded by Henry VI in the fifteenth century to provide free education
for poor pupils who would then go on to get a higher education at King’s College in Cambridge.
That connection no longer exists today.

All students have a uniform of a black tailcoat and a waistcoat, a white collar and dark
trousers. All students wear a white tie. This uniform is not for special occasions, it is worn at all
times for all classes. If you visit Eton during term time, you will see students walking along the
streets with books under their arms dressed in their uniforms.

At Eton, there are dozens of organisations known as ‘societies’, in many of which
students come together to discuss a particular topic. The societies are traditionally governed by
the boys themselves. Societies range from astronomy to Scottish dancing and stamp-collecting.
Some of them are dedicated to music, some to arts, some to languages, and so on. Meetings are
usually held after supper and often include a guest speaker. Among past guest speakers were
composer Andrew Lloyd Webber, writer J. K. Rowling, designer Vivienne Westwood, and actor
Ralph Fiennes.

One of the oldest and most influential Eton societies is called the Pop. Its members are
like school head-boys or prefects who are given limited authority over other students. They are
called Poppers and take an active part in many official events of the school year, including
parents’ evenings. While all students wear black waistcoats, members of the Pop are allowed to
wear any waistcoat they please. Prince William, when he was a Popper, wore a waistcoat
designed like the British national flag. The style immediately became popular.

Irrespective of this, the official colour of the college is the so-called ‘Eton blue’. It’s a
light blue-green colour which has been used since the early 19" century. The main purpose was
to identify Eton sportsmen in rowing races and on the cricket field.

The Isle of Man
In the Irish Sea about 20 miles away from the UK you will find a beautiful island. This is the Isle
of Man. The people of the island are called Manx and they speak the Manx language. The island
occupies a mid-point in the Irish Sea and the British Isles — right between England, Ireland,
Scotland and Wales.
The scenery of the Isle is varied. There are ranges of hills with green valleys between them, there
are sandy beaches in the north which contrast with the rocky cliffs along the coasts. The island's
only mountain is slightly over 600 metres high. An old legend says that from its top on clear days
you can see six kingdoms: the island itself, Scotland, England, Ireland, Wales and Heaven.
The Isle of Man has the oldest parliament in the world. It is called Tynwald and it has met
regularly since 979. Tynwald usually meets in the capital of the country. However, for one day
every summer the Manx parliament gathers in a small village to celebrate Tynwald Day. It is the
only day of the year when parliament is held in the open air. On this day government officials
read a summary of all the laws that have been passed during the year in both the English and the
Manx languages. There is entertainment before and after the ceremony and it is a real community
event. In addition to that, an open air market is organised and different concerts are held in the
evening. At the conclusion, the Manx national anthem is played and there is a firework display.
Another thing that attracts tourists to the Isle of Man is its rich and unique culture. Any visitor to
the island will be particularly fascinated by the legends, folklore and the ancient traditions that are
still kept alive today. Most tourists are happy to participate in the folk programmes.
In Manx mythology, the island’s name comes from the name of a Celtic sea god. He ruled the
kingdom and protected the land from invaders by covering the island with mist and thick fog.
The island is also reputedly home to fairies who are very special. The Manx fairies are described
as small and human-like. They wear red caps and green jackets and are naughty and wicked.
There's even a bridge called Fairy Bridge. Those who cross it are advised to say ‘hello fairies’ in
order to get good fortune. If the person doesn’t greet the fairies, the fairies will become angry with
him and may play a nasty trick on him.
If you love reading about King Arthur and his knights, then a must-see place is Peel Castle. It was
constructed in the 11" century by the Vikings and has a fascinating history. It is believed that Peel
Castle was the location of Avalon — the legendary island where King Arthur’s sword was made
and where King Arthur was taken after being wounded.

Balloon Fiesta

If you love stories by Jules Verne and have always dreamt of going for a ride in a hoy air
balloon. England is the country for you. Every August England celebrates the biggest hot air
balloon festival in Europe. The festival takes place in Bristol, a world centre for ballooning and
is called the Bristol Balloon Fiesta.

The festival was founded 25 years ago and has an amusing history. It began in 1978 when

Don Cameron, owner of the world’s largest balloon manufacturer, Cameron Balloons, decided to
create an event that would help balloonists from all over the world to get together.
On the weekend of the 7"- 9" September 1979, a small group of balloonists got together to
celebrate the first Bristol Balloon Fiesta. Twenty-seven balloons shot into sky and were cheered
by a large group of spectators. Not all the balloons were from England, some came from
Germany, Luxemburg and Ireland. Local businesses and some national companies sponsored the
Fiesta. Each sponsor was given a balloon to display his or her advertising banner. A total of 117
flights were made and the first balloon festival was declared a success. Over the years, the
festival has grown to become Europe’s largest hot air balloon festival enjoying crowds of
delighted spectators and national media coverage.

This year the Balloon Fiesta has celebrated its 25™ anniversary. The show started on the 27"
of August and lasted 4 days.

Teen problems.

Modern teens are fond of watching television, playing computer games and using iPhones. These
favourite pastimes can lead to rather negative results. They include idleness and obesity, when
boys and girls put on much weight. Computer games and online chatting can result in addiction.

It’s
possible to travel along the western edge, from Morocco to Senegal, or the eastern edge, through
Egypt and Sudan. A third route goes right through the centre, from Algeria into Niger.

B. Many people who visit the Sahara start in North Africa. Few people travel deep into the
desert, but those who do can stay in desert camps organised by travel groups. During the day you
can explore the desert on the back of a camel, or stay in your tent until the temperature drops,
which happens when the sun goes down.

C. Daytime temperatures in the Sahara are often well over 40°C, so obviously you must wear
clothingto protect yourself from the sun, and you need to keep plenty of water handy.
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Surprisingly, though, you also need blankets and extra clothing to stay warm at night, as the
thermometer can drop to nearly freezing.

D. There are very few places to satisfy your thirst in the Sahara. It is not completely dry, though.
There are small lakes that support a little plant life and a few nearby tribes. Some are large
enough to support thousands of people. These areas are often far from one another; travelling
between them can take days on camel.

E. There are some towns and cities in the Sahara. One is El Oued, Algeria, whose people use
water from an underground river to grow food. Timbuktu, Mali, was once part of a 14th century
empire and is now a UNESCO world heritage site. Beni-lIzguen, Algeria, is a religious centre
surrounded by high walls that protect brightly-coloured homes.

F. It is possible to drive in the Sahara by car. However, none of the roads goes very far. One of
the oldest ways is by camel. Of course, it is not wise for tourists to use this method to cross the
entire Sahara, but for daily trips from desert camps, it’s a smart way to explore places with a
guide.

Jeans are one of fashion's most long enduring trends. Cowboys wear them but so do
supermodels, farmers, presidents and housewives. Ask any group of people why they wear jeans
and you will get a range of answers. For some they're comfortable and easy — for others they're
trendy and cool. Jeans mean different things to different people, but they are popular
everywhere.

B.
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Americans do not have a national folk dress with a long tradition. Blue jeans are probably the
most recognizable article of American clothing. They have been part of American life for over
125 years. Blue denim jeans became not only an expression of American fashion but also an
element of American identity known around the world.

C.

Jeans were first designed as trousers for farmers and miners in the states of the American West.
They quickly grew popular with common people, including cowboys, factory employees and
railroad builders. The new trousers were made from a very strong material which did not wear
out easily. However, at the same time jeans were very practical and comfortable to wear.

D.

Pockets were the weak point of the miners' clothes — they easily tore away from the jeans. A man
called Jacob Davis had the idea of using metal rivets (fasteners) to hold the pockets and the jeans
together so that they wouldn't tear. Davis wanted to patent his idea, but he didn't have enough
money, so he offered Levi Strauss a deal if Strauss paid for the patent. Strauss accepted and
started making jeans.

E.

By the middle of the twentieth century, these heavy cotton trousers had become a symbol of
opposition for young artists and writers. College students started to wear them to show they were
against the Vietnam War. The new trousers were banned in American schools from coast to
coast and sometimes in theatres and cinemas.

F.

Jeans are good because they don't show the dirt. You can easily go a month without washing
them and they don't look shocking. They don't need to be washed as often as other trousers and
you don't need to iron them. What's more, because of the strong material you can wear your
favorite jeans for years. Even the occasional hole or spot doesn’t spoil them at all.

In the 30s and 40s many people began to spend their spare time watching movies where
adventurous cowboys rode horses, fought bad guys and wore blue jeans. The actors made jeans
popular in movies and everyone wanted to wear them.
